This course continues on the courses in Swedisch proficiency of the first two years.
It is situated in the second term of BA3.

Contents

This course focuses on spoken and written colloguial Swedish with a specific
emphasis on natural and idiomatic Swedish in a variety of communicative
situations. The aim of the course is to train the students to reach greater fluency in
a wide range of linguistic situations, to enlarge their vocabulary, and to reach the
abiity to express attitudes and opinions. Special attention will be paid to spoken
language (slang) and idomatic phrases. During the course the students will produce
a number of written texts from different genres, e.g. an informative text or a
review, and discuss some social issues.
