This advanced course belongs to package "Material practice" and has the aim to learn the
student how to handle archaeological artefacts. It is a further deepening of the course
"Introduction to the study of materials". In this course a closer look is provided in typology and
techniques of different categories of material from the Ancient Near East.

Contents

Survey and discussion of some important groups of materials and objects from the Near East
(typology, material and technology) by means of introductory lessons, literature intensive
workshops at and outside of the UGent.
