This basic course offers an introduction to the history of Russia, with the aim of
giving the student a better understanding of Russian (cultural) history,
contemporary Russian society and the contemporary position of the Russian state
on the world stage. The course wants to enable the student to adequately interpret
historical facts and events, and to link the past with contemporary Russia.

Contents

The history of Russia from the earliest times until today. The focus is on the
formation of the Russian nation and state, on political institutions, social history
and ideology, especially in the 19th-21st centuries, geopolitics, and the approach
to non-Russian territories, such as Ukraine and the former Sovjet states.
