Position of the course

This basic course teaches students the basic structures of the modern Japanese
standard language (hyōjungo)and the elementary vocabulary of the modern
Japanese standard language. The course teaches students to understand and have
simple conversations with a native speaker in the modern Japanese standard
language. The course teaches them the two Japanese phonetic writing systems
(katakana and hiragana) and the elementary characters (kanji) of modern written
Japanese. Students are taught how to translate texts of an elementary level
(Japanese-Dutch, Dutch-Japanese).

Contents

This course offers an introduction to the basic grammar and elementary vocabulary
of the modern Japanese standard language. By means of basic dialogues that
handle situations of everyday life, the general polite formal spoken language
(teineitai) is analysed and taught. The students are being familiarized with the two
syllabic phonetic writing systems and also with the elementary Sino-Japanese
characters. The students are also presented with an historical overview of the
development and evolution of the Japanese writing system.
