Position of the course

This course links up with Bungo V, and teaches students to deal on an advanced level with
complex syntactical structures of Classical Japanese, and to translate these structures into
Dutch. The course also deepens the practice of using dictionaries and other related linguistic
means, and teaches, how to study texts or text fragments in the context of the related historical,
social, religio-philosophical and cultural developments in Japan and East Asia. Attention is
given to the features of bungo and kougo.

Contents

You suggest to the teacher a certain text genre (e.g. autobiography, travel diary, sermon,
official complaint, etc.), or a certain topic (e.g. sexuality, ecology, medicine, etc.) and search
representative fragments from original texts written in Classical Japanese (bungo).
The historical, social, political, philosophical or cultural importance of the texts should be
demonstrated based on secondary literature. The texts are prepared during coached self-study
and seminars of coached exercises, i.e. each group makes a vocabulary list (which is uploaded
in, and shared via Ufora), a grammatical analysis, and an own Dutch translation.
The goal of the course is not only to use complex original literary sources to further expand
lexical and grammatical knowledge on an advanced level, but also to study, analyse, translate
and interpret various text genres and topics within the context of the broader historical, social,
religious, philosophical, and cultural developments in Japan, as well as to further acquaint
students with the complexity of the translation process.
