The study unit "Russian Grammar 111" (R2GII1) aims to considerably expand the
basic skills acquired in “Russian Grammar I" and “Russian Grammar |I" and to link
theoretical knowledge to the practical use of both written and spoken Russian. The
passive knowledge of grammar serves as a tool for text analysis, which precedes
Russian-Dutch translation. The active knowledge of grammar is applied in Dutch-
Russian translation and Russian text production.

The study unit “Russian Grammar 111" (R2GII1) consists of two sub-units:

+ Morphology (R2GIII_MO)

« Syntax (R2GIII_SY)

R2GIII_MO: focuses on the declension of numerals and several verb forms
(including aspectual pairs, participles and gerunds).

R2GIII_SY: focuses on temporal expressions (including verbal aspect) and spatial
expressions (including verbs of movement).
