Position of the course

The course unit “Russian-Dutch Translation” (R3VT) aims to provide students with
insight into Russian-Dutch translation, familiarize them with the culture-related
aspects that may influence the translation process and teach them to use the
correct translation routines. Students learn to use specific heuristic tools, apply
their knowledge of translation technology tools and support written translations
with the help of parallel texts, bibliographies etc.

The course unit builds on knowledge and skills acquired in the course unit
“Translation into Dutch” (A2VN).

Contents

The course unit "Russian-Dutch Translation” (R3VT) focuses on translation from
Russian into Dutch. Students translate texts mainly dealing with social and cultural
topics that belong to different styles and registers. Students prepare translations
at home using all available means (dictionaries, translation technology tools,
Internet sources etc.). Translations are discussed in class. Students are expected to
bring a laptop to class when asked to do so.
