Inhoud

African literary texts in most cases are not meant as art for art's sake and do not
call for a purely aesthetic evaluation. In most cases, the artistic, creative values are
combined with a strong relation with the wider socio-political context in which the
texts are produced.
The issue of identity has been of crucial importance for the formation of this
relation. African authors/performers intensely debated the meaning of the concepts
‘Africa’, 'race', ‘the nation’, and ‘ethnicity’. The choice of language has likewise
been a factor in these identity formations.
Gender identity at times intersected with these debates, but in most instances has
been treated as a separate issue. In this course we will make an attempt to bring
these debates together. How do gender identities relate to Africa, race, the nation,
ethnicity, language, and other identity categories?
In terms of case-studies the focus will be on the novel, but other genres may come
in: autobiographies, short stories, historical narratives, film, etc.
